1. Players may enter only one event and must be under the required age on Sunday 8th August 2010.

2. It is mandatory that all players wear suitable eye protection.

3. Players must be England Squash members for the current season unless they do not play outside their county or are

       overseas players.    
4. All players must enter the plate event if they lose their first match. Withdrawal from the plate will register as a result on

      the ranking computer.

5. Round Robin type format will be played if there is insufficient entries for main/plate draw for any age group. 
6. All players will be expected to mark and referee when requested to do so.

7. Players first round match times/draws will be displayed on the Cornwall Squash website www.squashcornwall.co.uk      

during the week prior to the start of the tournament. 
(No SAEs/notifications of first match times will be sent out unless specifically required/requested).
8. All matches will be played at Truro Squash Club and The Falmouth Sports Club. It is hoped all Sundays matches will be
